Green Earth Harvest, a program of The Conservation Foundation, is a non-profit,
organic vegetable farm which feeds over 1,600 families through our 28-week
farmshare program, farm stands, and 6 local food pantries. We've sustainably
farmed for over 20 years on the 60-acres of protected land at McDonald Farm, the
headquarters of The Conservation Foundation, located in Naperville, IL.

e the opportunity to be trained in the safe use of tractors and tractor implements
e working with and guiding volunteers on various tasks
e occasionally staffing our farm stands and farmshare program pickups

rain,and with earth’s critters. The right gear is key.

e Flexible. We strive to do our best to plan ahead, however, we occasionally
will need to change short-term plans to account for variables like inclement
weather or harvest timing.
